
HAND-WOVEN RUGS FROM INDIA ADD ELEGANCE

SURPRISINGLY AFFORDABLE PRICES

NEW YORK, NY – July 6, 2009 – Thanks to a revolutionary development in India’s rug weaving industry, and the emergence of new techniques and materials, genuine hand-woven rugs from India are within the reach of  consumers in every economic bracket.  

What makes hand-woven Rugs from India as affordable as they are beautiful?  

For centuries, all hand-woven oriental rugs produced in India and other rug-making countries were one-of-a-kind. These “unique creations” were priced like paintings and other original works of art, taking them beyond the reach of all but the most affluent shopper. But the introduction of a new production process in the mid-1970’s made it possible to weave multiple rugs of the same design in a range of sizes and in a choice of designer-influenced color combinations. It also offered the option of customizing rugs to meet special size requirements, as well as individual design and/or color preferences. In short, this revolutionary development not only made hand-woven Indian rugs much more affordable, it also opened up a host of new and exciting ways to incorporate area rugs into homes, apartments, and commercial spaces.   

How much should you expect to pay for a genuine hand-woven Indian rug?  

Prices for hand-woven rugs from India vary depending on the type of weave and construction, such as hand-knotted, hand-tufted, and flat-woven.  Other factors include the type of yarn used (e.g. wool, silk, a combination of both, or cotton), the complexity of the design, number of colors used, and finishing process. 

Hand-knotted rugs are generally the most expensive. Comprised of individually tied knots, these rugs require the most time and labor to produce. Flat-woven Indian rugs, such as Sumaks, Dhurries, and Chainstitch, are a less expensive option. Hand-tufted rugs are made with a less time-consuming weaving technique and are, generally, the least  

expensive type of rug. For example, the average retail price of an 8’x10’, 100% wool hand-knotted rug ranges from about $1,600 to $6,400. An 8’ x 10’ flat-woven Sumak could cost from $800 to $1,200. And an 8’ x 10’ pure wool, hand-tufted rug can range in price from $450 to $1,000.  

Regardless of the type or style of rugs purchased – or the cost – every hand-woven rug from India reflects a centuries-old tradition of rug-weaving excellence.  With reasonable care, they will enhance the eye-appeal of a room and add a touch of elegance to a home

for years to come.  In short, the beauty, quality, and durability of area rugs hand-woven in India make them one of today’s most exceptional home decorating values.
